Translation, Central America

The Kuna Old Testament was completed and cleared for publication in Oct, 2011. We set aside this year to revise the Kuna New Testament which was printed sixteen years ago. The NT translation has stood up well during these years and is widely used by Kuna believers. As we worked through the OT, however, some things were learned about writing Kuna which make the written text read more smoothly. We want to incorporate those changes in the manuscript before the complete Bible goes to press. The revision process has been progressing on schedule. The books of Matthew and Philippians have been revised and during the next two months the team hopes to complete the revision of Mark and Luke. There are also computer checks to be run on the manuscript and these are fairly time consuming. 
     February and March are school holiday months in Panama. Many young people from Kuna churches in Panama City use their vacations to travel to remote areas of Kunaland to provide Bible School for village children. Many of these young people sacrifice by paying their own way. We are often humbled and challenged as we hear stories of the way some of these folks share from their meagre resources to provide materials and gifts for the children to whom they minister. Often living conditions are primitive and food resources are scant in these remote areas. Yet the young people choose to sacrifice of themselves to share Jesus. What is so exciting is that this will be the FIRST TIME IN HISTORY that Old Testament stories can be read IN KUNA directly from the translated Word!  Thank you for standing with us in prayer for Panama's Kuna people.

A beautiful 2012 to you and a big thank you for all the prayer support over the last year. Completing the dictionary and grammar booklet has given us a sense of closure of a term of our work and now we really look forward to the next phase which will have a bigger focus on working on a story set and Biblical story-telling.  The translating and use of Biblical Proverbs will also continue.
